COMBINED TRAINING Awards Program Rules

The PShR celebrates the achievement of a Horse and Rider pair in Combined Training. To be eligible,
the Rider and Owner must be members in good standing with the PShR and must submit an Application
Form with appropriate fees that must be postmarked at least 7 days prior to their first show in order for
scores to count. All registration fees are for the calendar year beginning Jan 1st and ending Dec 31st.

PShR awards are designed to reward horses that consistently earn good scores, regardless of where
they place in a class.

. Combined Training Awards

One CHAMPION and one RESERVE CHAMPION will be named for each Division at each level of
competition:

Junior Starter/Beginner Novice

Note: A Junior (Young Rider) is anyone that has not reached his/her 22nd birthday by January 1% of the
award year.

Il. Registration and Eligibility

The Rider and Owner of the horse must be members in good standing of the PShR at the time scores are
obtained.

The Rider and Owner of the horse must be members in good standing of the USEA — United States
Evening Association - (Starter/Beginner Novice, Mini Event, and Combined Test participants are exempt
from USEA membership) at the time scores are obtained.

Registration in this Awards Program for each Horse and Rider combination must be postmarked at least
seven (7) days prior to the first show from which they plan to submit scores.

A fee of $10.00 for each level must be paid for each Horse and Rider combination to be eligible for this
program. If the Horse and Rider combination competes in more than one division, an additional fee of
$10.00 for each level must be paid.



« The Awards Chair must be notified in writing and all fees paid if adding a level or division later in the year.
All registrations are for the calendar year January 1 through December 31.

lll. Qualification For Combined Training Championships

«  Only scores from USEA Events can be used to meet the championship qualifications (Mini Event and
Combined Test scores are exempt from this rule).

« The Horse and Rider combination must submit at least TWO qualifying scores from TWO different events
to be eligible.

«  An official USEA competition form must be forwarded to the Awards Secretary postmarked on or before
December 31.

- The Awards Secretary will average the TWO lowest penalty point scores, submitted by a rider, to determine
the championship. The rider with the lowest average penalty point score is the Champion.

« Both Rider and Owner must submit copies of current USEA membership cards (Starter/Beginner Novice,
Mini Event, and Combined Test participants only may be exempt from USEA membership).
